Dear Friends,
 
For several summers now, we have had two plots in the Kent
Community Gardens at Kent Center School where we have
raised vegetables and flowers for distribution through the Kent
Food Bank.  We have the two plots again, and I want to invite
those of you who enjoy gardening to offer a bit of time each
week to tending them.

One of the delights of the summertime is the locally-raised
produce --tomatoes, cucumbers, radishes, lettuce, etc.-- that is
so readily available if not in our own backyards then at the Kent
Land Trust farm stand or at any number of other nearby farm
stands.  Our neighbors who rely heavily on the Food Bank for
their groceries do not necessarily have the land or the time to
raise their own vegetables, and the donations of fresh produce
are truly welcome to them, a change of pace from frozen peas,
canned carrots ....

And it was Jane Kates who, years ago, said that we should grow
some flowers, too, and it has turned out that these fly out the
doors of the Food Bank because they are a lovely grace for the
homes of those who are struggling to make ends meet

If you like to garden, if you have a bit more free time in the
summer than at other times in the year, if you can help you can
help your very near neighbors in this way, please do let me
know.  People to tend to the watering, the weeding, the
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harvesting in the plots are very much needed.

And please remember that on the Day of Pentecost, 9 June, we
are hopeful that people will come to church wearing something
red --reminscent of the flames of the Spirit which descended up
the first apostles on that day-- and also come prepared to pray
the Lord's Prayer in a language other than English.  When the
Spirit descended, those first apostles found themselves able to
speak in languages other than their own, to proclaim to entire
world the Good News, the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  It is always
moving to hear a wonderful clamor of English, Spanish, Tamil,
etc., etc., addressing the Most High in prayer ....
