We all have one somewhere in our homes. On the surface it tells one the
liturgical color of the season (it’s Easter!). The small print tells of saints’ days
and if it’s in bold type, it’s a Major Saint, usually with a different color for his or
her day. Blank squares give useful information about which ‘year’ we are in for
Sundays and weekdays. Who knew?

But did you ever look on the back of the calendar? It manages, on one page, to
explain the Christian Year, how to figure out when Easter will be celebrated
(think full moon...) and the meaning of the colors we see at the altar and in the
vestments worn by our celebrants. If you ever wondered about those twice a
year rose colored vestments, look no further!

When you tear off the page for April, take a look at the verso of the page. All the
readings for the Sundays in the month are listed, and any special days also have
their readings. Special directions for Easter Week, such as the singing or
speaking the Gloria in Excelsis are all there.

So the next time you walk by your St. Andrew’s calendar give it an extra look.
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There’s more there than a reminder that you have Coffee Hour on Sunday!
