Want to be inspired by some saintly souls this Lent and have fun
along the way? Join with thousands of Christians across
denominations who have discovered the joyful online learning
community that is Lent Madness. With its unique blend of
competition, education, and humor, Lent Madness allows
participants to be inspired by the ways in which God has worked
through the lives of saints over the generations. 

Based loosely on the NCAA basketball tournament of a similar
name, this online devotion pits 32 saints against one another in a
single elimination bracket as voters choose their favorites
throughout Lent. Here's how to participate: on the weekdays of
Lent, information is posted at www.lentmadness.org about two
different saints. 

Each pairing remains open for 24 hours as participants read about
and then vote to determine which saint moves on to the next
round.
